Itinerary 

 

Day 1, Thursday: Miami 

Arrival to M ma imai transfer to our hotel in Miami Beach. Dinner will be at a kosher 
restaurant close to the hotel. The hotel is located near a synagogue with a daily and 
Shabbat minyan.

Day 2, Friday: Miami 

Today we'll enjoy a half-day tour of Miami and the area. We'll visit the local Holocaust 
museum with its impressive monuments. On the South Beach, which used to be 
Miami Jewry's primary location for many years, and which is known to this day as the 
leading place in the world where art-deco architecture dominates the local 
construction. Once a derelict area, it has undergone major changes over the past 
decade and is now considered a World Heritage area by UNESCO. Return to the 
hotel to prepare for Shabbat.

Day 3, Shabbat: Miami Beach 

After Shabbat services and our Shabbat meal we'll stroll along the amazing beaches 
of Miami, along Collins Avenue, home to some of the most amazing hotels in North 
America, as well as some of the plushest private residences in the USA. We'll watch 
the boats sailing in and out of the various marinas that dot the islands of the Bay of 
Biscayne, and if we're lucky, there might even be a boat race to watch!

Day 4, Sunday: Miami - Cruise 

Transfer to Miami Harbor for embarkation onto our ship for the 7-day cruise to the 
Caribbean.

Day 5, Monday: At Sea 

We'll spend the day at sea, resting and getting to know the in's and out's of the 
fantastic cruise ship we're on. There's time for some sport, for dancing, swimming, a 
casino and a theater – and for taking a nap either indoors or on one of the outer 
decks.

Day 6, Tuesday: Grand Cayman 

Today we dock at Grand Cayman, the largest of the famous Cayman Islands, where 
the rules of banking are similar to those in Switzerland. Everything is hush-hush. 
We'll be able to tour the island, enjoy some water sports, or simply laze on the 
beach.

Day 7, Tuesday: Roatan Island 

Roatan Island is 40 miles from the coast of Honduras, and is one of the islands in an 
archipelago where the temperature is 28ºC almost all year round. It is home to 
tropical animals and birds, such as the red parakeet, the lala monkey and the Jesus 
lizard - so called because its "walks" on the water.

Day 8, Wednesday: Belize 

Belize is a tropical paradise. This small country is filled with jungles and rain forests, 
coral reefs and coral "gardens," – and if you're up for it, an opportunity to dive with 
the sharks.

Day 9, Thursday: Cozumel, Mexico 

Cozumel, Mexico is best known for its coral reefs and the thousands of different 
types of fish that swim in them. It's also a market city, with hundreds of shops and 
stalls, and estaurants of all types lining the beautiful coast of this vacation city.

Day 10, Shabbat: At Sea 

A day of pure rest and relaxation at sea, surrounded on all sides by water.

Day 11, Sunday: Miami – New York 

This morning we'll disembark at Miami Harbor and transfer to Miami International 
Airport for our flight to New York. Upon arrival transfer to our hotel in Manhattan.

Day 12, Monday: New York 

A day tour of the Big Apple, including the Empire State Building and the highlights of 
the pulsing heart of this amazing and exciting city.

Day 13, Tuesday: New York 

A day at leisure to explore the city, take in a museum or two, wander around Central 
Park, search for pickles in the Lower East Side, and take in a show on Broadway – 
the possibilities are endless. And there's shopping too!

A morning at leisure prior to transfer to one of New York's International Airports for 
our flight to our home gateway.

Kashrut on Tours 

Kosher food is provided to our travelers on all our tours. We work with the local Rabbinate 

to provide Hashgacha for all local ingredients and fresh meat and poultry. In some cases, we 

fly in kosher food from Israel and other sources, depending on the destination of the tour. 

We do not guarantee Pat Israel and Chalav Israel for all destinations. 

In many destinations we have our own crockery and cutlery. Where we don't, we provide 

disposables at the meals. When we cook in Hotel kitchens, we ensure proper Kashering and 

we use our own kitchenware on kashered and covered surfaces. All this is done under the 

strict supervision of our trained staff/guides who function as our Mashgichim. 



Our travelers enjoy gourmet meals prepared by our team including fresh local fish, fruit, and 

vegetables. This is an integral part of Jewish travel. We make great efforts to assure that our 

travelers will experience local foods first-hand, while maintaining stringent observance of 

Kashrut laws on all occasions.
